The programme was launched on 1st April 2006 and will run 
for three years. It is divided into the following categories: 

Phase 1: For public and private sector organisations 
Stream 1 for householders and community groups only
Stream 2A for grants up to £100,000 
Stream 2B for grants up to £1 million 
Phase 2:  For public sector organisations and charitable 
bodies only.
For grants of up to £1 million 

Technologies that the Programme will cover
Solar photovoltaics with an installation capacity between 
0.5kWp and 50kWp.
Wind turbines with an installation capacity between 
0.5kWp and 50kWp.
Solar thermal hot water with an installation capacity up to 
45kWth.
Ground source heat pumps with an installation capacity 
up to 45kWth.  Excluding reversible, open, and air-water 
systems.
Automated wood pellet stoves with an installation 
capacity up to 45kWth.  Excluding conventional multi-fuel 
room heaters/stoves.
Wood fuelled boilers with an installation capacity up to 
45kWth.

Eligible applicants
Any public sector organisation or charitable body that is not 
‘an undertaking’ can apply for funding.  An ‘undertaking’ is 
deýned as any entity engaged in an economic activity. 

Eligible organisations include registered charities, schools, 
hospitals, local authorities, trade unions and non-commercial 
state bodies, such as police authorities and government 
departments.
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Ineligible applicants include proýt making bodies such as 
sole traders, partnerships or companies running a business 
and charities involved in ‘economic’ activities (for example  
selling goods through a catalogue).

Funding
There is a total of £48 million available under this phase of 
funding and grant offers will therefore be made on a óóýrst 
come, ýrst served basisôô.

A maximum of three eligible technologies can be applied for 
with each individual grant application.  

Grants will only cover up to a maximum percentage of the 
cost of installing approved technologies. This is between 
30% and 50% depending on which technologies are being 
installed 

Eligibility criteria
Eligible projects include new build and refurbishment works 
for permanent buildings located within the United Kingdom.

Applicants must use DTI-appointed ‘‘Framework Suppliers’’ 
or their sub-contractors to purchase and install the chosen 
microgeneration technologies. 

Installations must not have commenced prior to receiving an 
offer of grant from BRE.  

Installations must be installed within twelve months from the 
date of the offer of grant letter and must remain installed and 
in-use at the property for a period of at least ýve years.   

Application process
Applicants can complete an online application form at any 
time, there is no deadline for applications. Technology 
installation quotes from Framework Suppliers and proof of 
not-for-proýt status must also be provided.

BRE will assess applications and inform of decisions within 
a maximum of twenty working days from receipt of the 
application form.  The grant is valid for twelve months from 
the offer date.
